 The word of the Lord was addressed to me as follows :  
 Son of man, I have appointed you as sentry to the House of Israel. Whenever you hear a  
 word from me, warn them in my Name.  
 If I say to a wicked man : you are to die, and you do not warn him ;  
  if you do not speak and warn him to renounce his evil ways and so live,  
  then he shall die for his sin, but I will hold you responsible for his death. If, however,  
 you do warn a wicked man and he does not renounce his wickedness and his evil  
 ways, then he shall die for his sin, but you yourself will have saved your life.  
 When the upright man renounces his integrity to do evil and I set a trap for him, 
  he too shall die ; since you failed to warn him, he shall die for his sin  
  and the integrity he practised will no longer be remembered ;  
  but I will hold you responsible for his death.  
 If, however, you warn the upright man not to sin and  he  abstains  from sinning, 
  he shall live, thanks to your warning, and you too will have saved your life. »
